Notes: Reed Touts $738,000 for RI Food Policy Council to Help Local Farmers Grow Their Business
WASHINGTON, DC — In an effort to help beginning farmers and food producers in Rhode Island grow their
business and achieve success, U.S. Senator Jack Reed today announced a new $737,929 federal grant for the
Rhode Island Food Policy Council (RIFPC) through the U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) National Institute
of Food and Agriculture (NIFA) Beginning Farmer and Rancher Development Program (BFRDP).

The funding will support RIFPC’s Advancing Equity in Capital Access for Beginning Farmers project which will
lead state and regional partners to provide customized education, mentoring, and networking services to
more than 100 Rhode Island farmers. This support will build farmers' financial literacy and allow them to
access the capital they need to succeed.

Partnering organizations on this project include the African Alliance of Rl, the Carrot Project, the Rl Association
of Conservation Districts, Farm Credit East, Young Farmer Network, and the Sankofa Program of West
Elmwood Housing Development Corporation.
